e Terminology about Pharmacokinetics, sometimes described as
what the body does to a drug, refers to the movement of drug
into, through, and out of the body—the time course of its
absorption, bioavailability, distribution, metabolism, and
excretion. (the drug's formulation, and route of administration,
drug interactions, side effects, special warnings)

e Terminology about Pharmacodynamics, described as what a
drug does to the body, involves receptor binding, postreceptor
effects, and chemical interactions. Drug pharmacokinetics
determines the onset, duration, and intensity of a drug’s effect.
